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BUILDING TO BE DEMOLISHED
Just east of the Luna Mansion, the Village owns one acre 
of property which has been master planned for a Route 66 
Museum and Visitors Center.  

During the Route 66 era in 1926-1937, the site was home to the 
Acoma Service Station and motor lodge cabins for travelers; 
later, the property was reopened as the Country Inn.  Today, 
there are two houses remaining on the site – the brown house 
was built in the 1960s and is in fair condition, and the white 
house was built in the 1910s/20s, with an addition in the 1960s, 
and is in very poor condition.

Following direction from the Village Council, staff have worked 
for the past year to determine whether the white house can be 
rehabilitated.  After consultation with two different contractors, 
it appears that there is significant damage to the adobe walls 
throughout the structure which would require large areas to be 
completely rebuilt.  

The foundation is in need of extensive repairs as well, with 
severe sloping towards the outer walls.  An accurate cost 
estimate is not possible without beginning the reconstruction 
work, as the full extent of the damage is not immediately visible.  

In light of this information, the Village has determined to 
demolish this structure, and will be obtaining quotes this year.  

There have been break-ins and vandalism at the property in 
recent months which the Village is concerned will create a safety 
issue.  The demolition does not impact the plan to create a 
future Route 66 Museum, although this project is not currently 
budgeted or scheduled.

Police Chief Frank. E. Lucero points out that the volume of calls for the 
LLPD continue to increase and Los Lunas has the highest call volume of 
any agency in Valencia County. Professional Standards are very important 
to all members of the LLPD.

Lucero says Professional Standards Lieutenant Lisa Valenzuela was 
instrumental in the agency’s re-accreditation process this year. As a result, 
the department was successfully re-accredited with the New Mexico 
Municipal League. 

Accreditation is a significant achievement as it provides structure and 
discipline within the police department through standardized operating 
procedures. These operating procedures ensure decreased liability and 
stronger community relations through transparency and accountability to 
the public. 

Lieutenant Valenzuela also helped obtain alternative revenue grant funding 
to help provide officers with the necessary equipment to help better protect 
community.

Valencia Regional Emergency Communications Center (VRECC) 
dispatched 104,417 total calls for service in 2021.

The Village of Los Lunas represented the highest call volume at 33.1% 
of all calls for service. This is Los Lunas Fire and Police Departments 
combined.

Annual calls for service increased across all agencies in Valencia County 
14.2% from 2020.

The criminal investigations team has investigated numerous felony crimes 
throughout the year, processing scenes and closing many cases by making 
arrests or filing charges. The team has also conducted multiple background 
investigations on applicants and conducted recruiting selection and hiring 
assignments. 

The auto theft unit has investigated many auto thefts and auto burglaries. 
Additionally, they have worked several successful undercover operations, 
deploying bait cars within the community, recovering stolen vehicles and 
making arrests. 
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MAIN STREET 
TRAFFIC LIGHTS 
TO BE SYNCED
Meta Data Center will pay to 
synchronize the traffic lights along 
NM Highway 6 to help promote 
a better flow of traffic as part of 
the Village’s agreement with the 
company (Meta is formerly known as 
Facebook).

The synchronization will be 
implemented on NM Highway 6, 
also known as Main Street, from Los 
Morros Road to Carson Drive which 
is about three miles of state highway. 

New developments must address 
traffic concerns using their own 
money, and the improvements have 
been coming after development 
created increased congestion on 
Village roadways.

In Los Lunas traffic lights along Main 
Street do not communicate with each 
other because they were installed at 
different times.

The $675,000 provided by Meta 
will let the Village purchase a new 
centralized traffic system which will 
allow officials to adjust the signals in 
real time for peak traffic flow.

The New Mexico Department of 
Transportation will install the project 
and it is believed installation will 
start this summer with the system 
fully operational six months after 
installation.

Other traffic projects planned in 
coordination with Meta and the New 
Mexico Department of Transportation 
target the Interstate 25 corridor.

The Village wants to add two 
additional turn lanes in the I-25 
corridor -- a right turn lane off I-25 
southbound going westbound on NM 
Highway 6 and a left turn lane from 
NM Highway 6 E to northbound I-25.

The Village is also considering an 
assured intersection at NM Highway 
6 and Sun Ranch Village Road to 
help control backups on the state 
highway. A traffic study is being 
conducted to figure out what type of 
shared lights would work best for the 
intersection.
